1. Introduction

) 	The maximum numbers of pages are limited 6 for oral presentations. These include all figures and tables. These guidelines describe fonts, spacing and related information for producing your proceedings manuscripts.  
2. Formatting Paper

) 	In the manuscript, text, illustrations, tables and charts must be restrictedly placed in a printed area of 16 cm height by 21 cm. wide  All text must be in an equal two-column format, 7.6 cm wide and a space of 0.8 cm. between them. Text must be fully justified.
3. Main Title
 	Existing only on the first page, the main title is placed in 1-3/8 inches from the top margin of the paper, centered and in 10 - points Times New Roman, boldface type. Capitalize only nouns, pronouns, verbs, adjectives and adverbs. Do not capitalize articles, preposition, unless the title begins with such a word. Leave two blank lines after the title.

4. Author name(s) and affiliation(s)
 	Author name and affiliation are centered below the title and typed using non-boldfaced, 12- point Times New Roman. Multiple authors may be shown in single column. Affiliations are also centered below author name(s), not bold. If possible, include e-mail addresses. Follow the author(s) information by two blank lines before the main text.
5. Second and following pages.  
 	The second and following pages must begin at 2.5 cm from the top edge. The bottom margin of all pages should be approximately, 2.5 cm form the bottom edge of the A4 - paper.
6. Type-style and fonts
 	Use only Times New Roman font...
7. Main Text

) 	In the main text, use regular, 10 - point Times New Roman font and single line spacing. Do not use double line spacing. All paragraphs must be indented 1 inch or 2.45 cm). The text is full justified. Captions of figures and tables should be 10-point Times New Roman font, boldface. Only the first word of each figure caption or table should be initially capitalized. Figures and tables must give numbers separately. For example: “Figure 1. Instrument used”, “Table 3. Growth rates”. Captions of figures should be below the figures. Table titles should be centered above the table.
8. First order heading
 	Similar to the headings in this guideline, e.g. “1 Introduction” is    Times New Roman   10-point boldface, initially capitalized, left justified with one blank line before and after the heading. Use a period (“.”), after the heading numbers.

8.1 Second-order headings
 	As  in  this  guideline,  they  should   be  Times  New Roman   10-point  boldface for  an English paper,  both initially   capitalized,  flush  left,  with   one  blank   line before,  and one after.
9. Submitting your paper
 	Your full paper must be online submitted in  MS  Word 2003 (.doc)  format  via http://cscd.kku.ac.th/cscd2013/index.php
10. Illustrations, graphs and photographs 
 	All illustrations must be placed in the article as a part of text rather than pasted up. They should be centered.
11. References
 	List  and  number all bibliographical  references  at the  end  of the  article  in 10-point  Times  New  Roman,  and a single lined  spacing.  When reference in   text,    enclose    the    citation    number   in   square brackets, for example [1]. Where appropriate, include the name(s) of editors of referenced books.
