Describe the research findings which fit the aims of the research, if a table, graph or image is included a description has to be included. 
6. Summary and explanation of results

Summaries the important findings of the research, (name of the author) by using the conceptual framework, theory or related research findings and explain the differences or similarities with the done research.

Recommendations for article writing 

1. Article and author name
· Article name should be centered as a single column using bold Times New Roman 10pts 
· Researcher name should be placed centered under the article name as a single column including the address, and contact details, telephone number and email using Times New Roman 10pts. 
· There is no need to include prefixes, academic titles or status. 
2. Main heading and subheading 

· Use bold Times New Roman 10pts for the heading and regular Times New Roman 10pts for the subheading.

· Use numbers before sections starting with the introduction (1) and use dot separators for subheadings (1.1) etc.
3. Inserting images

· Images have to be clear and have to fit one column and should include only essential information. 

· All text in the image has to be easily readable and should not be smaller than the text in the article.

· All images have to be numbered and include a description. The numbering and description should not exceed 2 rules. For example: “Image 1 relationship between ...”
4. Writing equations 

· Equations should be numbered in brackets and in the correct order. The numbering should be on the right of the equations as the following example

· Use one rule of space before and after the equation and write the explanation. 
5. Using tables 

· Text in the table should not be smaller than the text in the article. Use black borders for added clarity.

· All tables have to be numbered and include a description. The numbering and description should not exceed 2 rules. 

· For aesthetic purposes leave one rule before and after the table blank.

· Graphs and tables present relationships between numbers in an easily understandable way. 
6. References and bibliography

· References of articles should be numbered in square brackets in the article in sequence. For example: THU is one of the major metabolites of curcumin, the component of turmeric [1]. Recently, attention has been focused on THU, because this compound appears to exert greater antioxidant activity in various conditions
