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Contents of Songs for Life in Thai Political Society: An Agent of Political Socialization
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Abstract

Contents of songs for life in Thai political society
were on a social aspect 27 percent, political aspect 13
percent and economics 8 percent while the other was on
the content of entertaining and loving aspect which was 54
percent. Thus, we can summarize that songs for life in Thai
political society didn’t play their full duty of reflection on
the daily life hardship of the lower class people who were
at a disadvantage; moreover, the reflection on calling for
democracy and talking insinuatingly on politics. Those
were the main duty of this kind of song.
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
