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Development of Community Product: Souvenir for Sustainable Ecotourism,

Case Study of : Nhong Jan Community
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Abstract
The objective of this research was to study the
kinds, patterns and materials of the community souvenirs
Northeast Thailand.
Moreover, the research aimed to study the influential

for sustainable ecotourism in
factors towards the development of souvenir products
with the suitable designs, kinds, patterns and materials for
the satisfactions and needs of tourists. The field survey
research was applied in this study by using questionnaire
to collect the data. The research population was the
villagers in the community of Local Administration
Office of Na

Chumpae, Khon Kaen Province. The specific design was

Organization Nhong Toom, Amphoe
derived trough the secondary data, meeting, SWOT
analysis, training, and depth interview among the villagers
who were involved in tourism in the community of Local
Administration Organization Office of Na Nhong Toom,
Amphoe Chumpae, Khon Kaen Province. The research
samples were 100 villagers in the community of Local
Administration Organization Office of Na Nhong Toom,
Amphoe Chumpae, Khon Kaen Province. The quota
sampling, judgment sampling based on rational and
purposive sampling were used to select the random
samples. The result found that the samples were 48
males and 52 females aged between 25 and 60 years.
Most of them were farmers and obtained primary
education. Their average incomes were 3,000-6,000 Baht.
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Their hometown was in Northeast Thailand. The result
indicated that all of the samples would like to develop
the souvenir production of their community (100 %).
However, the insufficient budgets and shortage of skills
were the factors in quitting their production. Because of
the shortage of skills in souvenir productions, they
required the lecturers to train and strengthen their
knowledge in producing the souvenir products, namely
local textile weaving, invention creating, casting and
molding. Their desirable patterns of the souvenirs were
telephone mat, mat, wine holder, basket, name card box,
document binder, letter box, glass coaster, hat, tissue
paper box, bag, desk calendar, keychain, plate mat, pen
stand, vase, doll and lamp. The suitable materials for
souvenir production were respectively bamboo, papyrus
and coconut shell which were the local materials. In
addition, they suggested that the
community should be appropriately applied to the

local unique of

souvenir production such as soil house, name plate of
Nhong Jan Community and Naga cave.
