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The Design of the Local Textile Patterns from the 2-Dimension Graphic Original Pattern of Prasat

Khom'’s Decorative Patterns in Buriram Province
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Abstract

The concept of promoting the economic
development is the creativity based on using the
knowledge base, education, creative work, and using
intellectual property connected with cultural base. It is
true that the researcher has realized the value of
beautifully decorated patterns of Prasat Phanomrung
and Prasat Muengtum, which can be used as the model
of creating the 2-dimension graphic patterns to be
contemporary and universal characters without breaking
the local identity. This research aimed to study and
apply the 2-dimension graphic original patterns of Prasat
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Khom’s decorated patterns that are important in Buriram
Province to mudmee silk production and to follow up.
The reseacher also cooperated with two groups of
community product producers; the former being Ban
Nongtakai weaving women’s Group and the latter being
Ban Napho local handicraft center. There were three
products: mudmee silk, shawl and blanket, all of which
were made for the samples of production according to
the designed patterns and they were divided into eight
models. Comparing with the designed patterns and
following up the cloth products, the researcher found
that producers could dye 50 % of foundation colors
according to the designed patterns, 37.50% of pattern
colors and only 25.00% of patterned mudmee silk
remaining in shape and proportion of its patterns. From
the suggestions of this research, there should be the
analystical process and determination of a set of colors
with long and weft lines in order to get harmoniously
and smoothly inserted and connected and become
shiny and glossy. On the other hand, the pattern designs
with the technical limitation of mudmee based on
making the patterns like the square were appropriate for
an angle edged patterns and could not be easy to make
the patterns look like round-bent shapes.
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
